MAY IS LUPUS AWARENESS MONTH  

WHEREAS, each year, The Flowers for Lupus Foundation designates May as National Lupus 
Awareness Month to show support for the estimated 1.8 million Americans who have lupus; and 
 
WHEREAS, lupus is an unpredictable and misunderstood autoimmune disease that ravages 
different parts of the body.  It is difficult to diagnose, hard to live with and a challenge to treat; 
and 
 
WHEREAS, lupus can affect any part of the body, including the skin, lungs, heart, kidneys and 
brain.  No organ is spared.  The disease can cause seizures, strokes, heart attacks, miscarriages, 
and organ failure; and 
 
WHEREAS, lupus can be particularly difficult to diagnose because its symptoms are similar to 
those of many other illnesses, and major gaps exist in understanding the causes and 
consequences of lupus.  More than half of all people with lupus take four or more years and visit 
three or more doctors before obtaining a correct diagnosis; and 
 
WHEREAS, while lupus strikes mostly women of childbearing age, no one is safe from lupus.  
African Americans, Hispanics/Latinos, Asians and Native Americans are two to three times more 
likely to develop lupus-a disparity that remains unexplained; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Woodstock calls attention to the need for people, locals, across  
Georgia and around the world to unite in support of individuals, families, friends, and 
communities affected by this disease financially, physically, socially, and emotionally and to 
renew our commitment to finding a cure and improving the well-being and quality of life. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, I,  Donnie Henriques, Mayor of the City of Woodstock, Georgia do 
hereby proclaim May 2017, as "LUPUS AWARENESS MONTH" and urge citizens to become 
knowledgeable about the impact of lupus on the human body, families, workplace and 
communities in Georgia.

The City issued an RFP for North Main Street Turn Lanes and the City received two (2) RFP responses.  After 
reviewing each submittal, the review committee determined it was in the best interest of the City to reduce the scope 
of work to only include the turn lane at Bell Park.  With this determination, the review committee requested the two 
bidders to provide revised/updated pricing showing the revised scope of work by the bidder.  Upon receipt of the 
requested items, Glosson Enterprises was lowest, responsible bidder.  Revised pricing for each bidder is listed on the 
attached bid tabulation for ease of reference. 
 
The review committee is recommending to award the bid and contract to the lowest, responsible bidder, Glosson 
Enterprises, LLC in the amount of $90,000.
